What will we do in Honduras? 
Wind and Wings health care providers (MD, PA, FNP or, RN) will conduct wellness clinics 
doing basic physical examinations, non-invasive procedures, under the oversight of Elmer 
Mejia, M.D, diocesan coordinator in Honduras. Dr. Mejia is serving as director of the 
government health clinic at Siguatepeque. The dental team (DDS and RDH) will conduct 
dental clinics. W&W youth and adult co-mentor volunteers will perform essential work 
assisting both the medical and dental teams or by helping in the pharmacy or acting as 
translator or by helping families in the community prevent malaria and dengue transmitted 
by mosquito bites. Organize women’s groups to sew and distribute mosquito netting.  
 
Immunizations you will need: 
Current immunizations recommended by the US Center for Disease Control are: Hepatitis 
A&B; Typhoid, polio, tetanus, measles and a skin test for tuberculosis (TB) six weeks before 
departure and a second skin test twelve weeks after your return. Visit your health care 
provider for anti-malarial drugs as Honduras is a malaria endemic area. 
 
Cost of the trip: 
The trip fee is estimated to be $1,500 per person. The trip fee, a trip schedule and general 
information about the mission trip will be posted on diocesan web site, 
<www.wydiocese.org>, as we gather the data. W&W youth & family pay 1/3; their Church 
1/3; and W&W 1/3 of trip fee. All others pay ½, W&W ½ of trip fee. Included in the trip 
fee is round trip ground transportation from Laramie, Wyoming to Denver International 
Airport (DEN) , roundtrip airfare DEN to San Pedro Sula, Honduras; all ground 
transportation in Honduras, security, hotels room double occupancy, two & ½  meals a day 
(bag lunch at site), drinking water on site and Honduran departure tax. Trip fee does not 
include meals on travel days or the cost of a medical air evacuation from Honduras to the 
United States. This is a drug & tobacco free trip. Space is limited and preference is given 
to first time volunteers.
